Intermediate — Decent Skills

Spiking permitted in Power, Competitive and Intermediate.

NO REFUNDS will be given after schedules are completed.
Players must be at least 18 years of age or a high school graduate.
League play will begin on January 9th, 2024.

League Entry Fee: $100.00 (after the deadline date = $ 125.00%)
- Each team shall pay $10.00 CASH to the official.
Fees are to be paid BEFORE the start of each match.

Official payment rules are in effect. (see website for details)
*Entries received after the deadline date are not guaranteed admission.

If at any time it is found that a roster turned in by a team is not 100%
